Awareness Day!  The iconic Falls will illuminate in blue to spread 
understanding and awareness of autism. The Niagara Falls 

Illumination Board offers special colour illumination for 
charitable and not-for-profit organisations.  
Niagara Falls is the collective name of three waterfalls called the 
Horseshoe Falls, the American Falls and the Bridal Veil Falls. They 
are connected on the international border between Canada and 
the United States. The average annual rate of water falling is 
85,000 cubic feet per second.
