At the end of the assembly we certainly knew more about the current political system than we did at 
the beginning of Monday morning.

Smishing ς the term used for SMS phishing ς ƛǎ ŀƴ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘȅ ǿƘƛŎƘ ŜƴŀōƭŜǎ ŎǊƛƳƛƴŀƭǎ ǘƻ ǎǘŜŀƭ ǾƛŎǘƛƳǎΩ ƳƻƴŜȅ ƻǊ 
identity, or both, as a result of a response to a text message. Smishing uses your mobile phone (either a smartphone 
or traditional non-internet connected handset) to manipulate innocent people into taking various actions which can 
lead to being defrauded. 
  
The National Fraud Intelligence Bureau has received information that fraudsters are targeting victims via text 
message, purporting to be from their credit card provider, stating a transaction has been approved on their credit 
card.

¶ If the phone call from the bank seems suspicious, hang up the phone and wait for 10 minutes before calling 
the bank back. Again, refer to the number at the back of the card or on the bank statement in order to
